FULL RESULT:

PA and lateral views of the chest were done and compared with the portable film of 25
June 2008.

On today’s study the trachea is midline and the diaphragm is smoothly outlined. The heart
is not enlarged. The changes of a sternal splitting thoracotomy are again seen. The left
venous access port catheter remains in place. The mass in the right hemithorax along the
mediastinum is again seen and is slightly smaller and the infiltration is less prominent. The
lungs are clear of active inflammatory diseasé and no pleural effusion is seen.

1. NO ACUTE CARDIOPULMONARY DISEASE RADIOGRAPHICALLY.
